Ed Tremain rose to enquire about the fundraising figures in the Annual Report.

The chair advised that John Hurst would address that subject during his Treasurers Report.

The Treasurer stood and  gave his report, then opened the floor to questions.

Nancy Burns rose and asked about the time frame under consideration by the Board for the reopening of the residential program.

John gave a description of the different concepts under consideration at this time.

Nancy Burns rose and asked about the concept of renting premises for the residential program.

John replied that it is a possibility that could be considered, but he would not be personally in favour of renting.

Nancy Burns rose and asked if the Board would consider the option of a lease with a tax receipt in lieu of rent.

John replied that this was not possible as far as he knows, but he will look into the idea.

Ed Tremain rose and suggested that we might look for a multiple use ;building that would provide second stage housing for our clients.

Donna McBride rose and opened the concept of the board contacting the commissioner for the Region of Peel with the view of exploring partnerships with the Region around the needs of Vita Centre for space.

John rose and explained that our capital position has improved and that our major funders are treating us well, but at the same time are concerned about our deficit position.  These factors put urgency on the undertaking of a planning exercise for the agency in the near future.

The Chair thanked John for his report and the members in attendance for their input.  The Chair also advised that he would be available for questions after the meeting for anyone wishing to speak with him.
